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Tax and duty collection dated dates back to
the Sukhothai Period. The tax being collected
in that period was called the “Chang Kob”.
Later on, in the Adyudhaya Period, the “Pra
Klang Sin Kha” (the Royal Warehouse) was
established to collect tax on imports via the
Customs office known as the “Kha Nhon”. Then,
a new system known as the “Chao Pa Si”
(Monopoly Tax Collector) was introduced during
the early Rattanakosin Period. At the same
time, the “Tax House” was also established to
collect Customs duties and taxes on imports.

After entering into the “Bawn-Ring Agreement”
in the reign of King Rama IV, the new era of
Thai Customs was commenced in B.E. 2417
and the “Customs House” was established to
collect taxes and duties. In the reign of King
Rama V, the “Hoe Ratsadakorn Pipat” was
founded to handle all kinds of tax collection
and has become the foundation of the present
Customs Department. Since then, Customs
business has expanded rapidly. The new
Customs office was built in B.E. 2497 to
replace the “Customs House”; and it was
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known as the present Customs Department.

Since its founding, the traditional role of the
Thai Customs Department has primarily
involved the collection of national revenues.
However, in today’s modern and global
economy, its responsibilities are changed as
revenue collected by Customs is no longer
the primary source of the government
income. Thai Customs is faced with increasing
volumes of international trade and greater
expectations from business for faster clearance
times without corresponding increases in
resources. At the same time, governments
and society expect Customs to facilitate
global trade and provide an effective control
on imports, exports and transit goods. A
well-functioning, modern Customs in today’s
global economy is therefore very essential.
Thai Customs’ current role, in particular that
relating to global trade facilitation, control
of the movement of goods, and supply chain
security, is to ensure that traders and all
stakeholder expectations are met.



INTRODUCTION TO THE REPORT

This is the Thai Customs 2555 Annual Report,
a comprehensive report that combines Thai
Customs’ annual performance report with
its financial statements, revenue collection,
tax and duty incentive schemes, and seizure
statistics. It also provides a summary of the
agency’s major mission programmes, including
strategies.

FY 2555 was characterized by continuing
growth in international trade, placing a premium
on both the efficiency and effectiveness of
Customs operations. Notwithstanding the
strong growth in international trade at various
ports/airports, most of the performance

exceeds target set and last year’s performance.
At the same time, detection and seizure of
illegal imports remained strong.

The 2555 Annual Report of the Thai Customs
Department provides summary of operations
and performance of the Thai Customs for Fiscal
Year (FY) 2555. It is presented into four parts:
Part 1: Overview of Thai Customs; Part 2:
Performance Achievements and Integration
with Relevant Parties; Part 3: Financial
Report; and Part 4: Other Performance
Achievements.

and exports while enhancing social protection to the nation and Thai people.

2.1 REPORT ON PERFORMANCE UNDER THE WORK PLAN : BUDGET YEAR B.E. 2555

(1) OUTCOMES AND OUTPUTS

Strategy 1: Redesign of the Customs System to Meet the World-Class Standard

Electronic Advance Customs Valuation Ruling : Thai Customs introduced the electronic
advance Customs valuation ruling with the objectives to facilitate trade, reduce time and
cost for business operators and meet the international standard, Article 7 of the General
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Agreement on Tariffs and Trade 1994
(GATT). The system allows the operators to
submit an application for preliminary Customs
valuation electronically, thus facilitate and
expedite the clearance of goods in the
e-Customs and pre-clearance system. It also
enables Thai Customs to implement the
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) measures
in a more efficient manner.

Reviewing Import Tariff Rates: The import
tariff rates were reviewed to minimize the
obstacles threatening the competitiveness
of operators. The Project/Plan allows Thai
Customs to simplify the tariff rates; minimize
problems about tariff appeals, guarantee
deposit and duty drawback. In addition, it
also prepares operators to do business under
open market policy. In this connection, Thai
Customs conduct a feasibility study on
import tariffs as well as providing suggestions
for problem caused by the multiplicity of
tariff rates.

Strategy 2: Developing Customs Schemes
to Enhance National Competitiveness

National Single Window (NSW) Service: The
NSW project was initiated to integrate
information exchange for all service providers
and users to electronically be able communicate
in a Single Window platform. This includes the
facilitation in paperless information exchange
both at the national and international levels
by enhancing the integration of the government
agencies related to import-export and
international trade operators via NSW. It
also supports complete paperless service in
the future to eliminate all paper documents

in the international trade e.g. permits,
certificates, etc. In this connection, the
electronic system has been set up, tested
and interfaced with 36 government agencies.
A seminar on NSW Establishment was also
held to provide better understanding on
NSW to stakeholders.

Electronic Tax and Duty Incentive System:
Thai Customs has been continuously developed
e-Tax Incentive System, the automation
system designed to facilitate the application
of Customs incentive schemes. In the FY
2555, on-line registration as well as the
database containing records of Customs
clients eligible for tax incentives was further
developed to enhance the effectiveness of
tax incentive control via electronic system.
This is a part of the electronic Customs
procedure developed to facilitate the
domestic transit of goods and other related
tax-incentive activities in which the operators
need not travel to Customs office to submit
paper documents. Moreover, the e-Tax Incentive
System could support the deposit of electronic
guarantee of a Customs Declaration and
other application forms as well.

Currently, the Project is under Phase 1
where the system is being developed and
tested. The registered tax-incentive operators
were interfaced with the Customs system for
domestic control. Meanwhile, the data
structure has been developed, analyzed,
and improved to support the new/revised
version of a Transit Declaration designed for
AEC.
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ATIGA and Self Certification Manual: The
ASEAN Member States has developed trade
facilitation tools, allowing an exporter to
certify the country of origin of goods by
themselves rather than the authorities in
the exporting country. Importers could then
use the self-declared origin statement to
claim ASEAN preferential duty rates in the
importing country. In doing so, the measure
helps eliminate difficulties in the movement
of goods in ASEAN. The Manual, to be used
by a Customs officer, sets out how the
process will work, what is equired of all
parties involved in the process and the
forms that must be completed and
approved. Once completed, it can also be
used as reference for both a Customs officer
and other relevant parties. The Manual was
posted in the Internet for public users and
the Intranet for Customs users.

Strategy 3 : Enhancing Customs Control,
Taking into Account International Standards

Detection System for Drug Suspects and
Unwanted Substances via Inbound Passengers:
The key objective of this Project/Plan is to
provide a tool for Customs to interdict illegal
movement of drugs and unwanted substances
at the entry and exit points, the Suvarnabhumi
Airport. In this connection, Thai Customs
requested the Airport of Thailand (AOT) to
renovate a Customs Inspecting Lane at the
Suvarnabhumi Airport, allowing more efficient
passenger inspection. Currently, the x-ray
inspection system is installed in the area.
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Strategy 4: Managing Tax Collection System,
Taking into Account the Good Governance

Streamlining Revenue Collection Performance:
The key roles of the Customs Department
include collecting national
imports and exports, collecting taxes and
duties on behalf of other government agencies,
promoting exports, and facilitating trade to
increase the national competitiveness. It is,
at the same time, the gate which prevents
and suppresses illegal movement of goods
across borders for national interest and
social protection. Therefore, the Customs
Department developed this Project to ensure
effective, transparent, and fair revenue
collection. In FY 2555, the revenue of
128,508.611 MB was collected which is
23,008.611 MB larger than the estimate of
105,500 MB.

revenue from

Post Clearance Audit: Consumable Materials
Imported for Producing or Assembling Electronic
Goods with Tax and Duty Exemption under
the Notification of the Ministry of Finance:
The Post Clearance Audit Bureau, responsible
for on-site post clearance audit, has developed
the Project to prevent tax and duty evasion
so as to provide a fair treatment to honest
operators. Under the Project, information of
the operators and goods imported for producing
or assembling electronic goods with tax and
duty exemption under the Notification of the
Ministry of Finance, was gathered for further
analysis. Then, a request for post audit was
sent to certain operators. In addition, brochures
have been distributed to business operators
to raise awareness on such issue. After the
on-site audit, the results are communicated



to the operators and the satisfaction
surveys have been conducted. The outcome
of the survey indicates that the targeted
operators are in “satisfied” and “most satisfied”
level with the Project.

Trade and Tourism Development at the the
“Banna Kraseng”, Tha Lee Border House:
Banna Kraseng Border House has been
developed to support the Upper Northeastern
Province (Udon Thani, Nong Khai, Nong Bua
Lampu, Loei) Trade and Investment Promotion
Project 1. It is located opposite to the Sakon
Border House, Kaen Taw, Chai Buri District of
Laos PDR which is next to Luang Phrabang
and is one of the important permanent
crossing points between Thailand and Lao
PDR. It is the office for Customs officers and
other related agencies to promote trade,
investment, and tourism.

Moreover, the Project supports the Strategic
Plan to Expand Industrial and Economic
Base in the Northeastern and Indochina
Region, especially, Loei, Chai Buri and
Luang Phrabang District of Lao PDR. It has
also increased trade facilitation at the Thaa
Lee Customs House to support paperless
Customs clearance via e-lmport and e-Export.
It is expected that the One Stop Service
(OSS) at Banna Kraseng Border House will
increase trade and tourism at least 20 %
after operating to full service.

Enhancing Customs Clearance Service:
Currently, the Customs Department implements
various systems to provide efficient Customs
formalities and facilitate management within
the Department itself. In this connection,

certain information and communication
technology was introduced such as PDA,
computer utilities, software application, to
name just a few.

Enhancement of Ethics, Moral and Governance:
This Project/Plan is aimed at changing
attitude and behavior of a Customs officer
in the performance of official duty, aligning
them to ethics, moral and governance. In
addition, it also helps minimize misconduct
and corruption of the officers. In this regard,
the related curriculum was designed and
target groups were identified to provide a
training course under this Project/Plan.
Then, the training coursed were carried out
and evaluated respectively.

Human Resource Development under
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC): Since
The Customs Department is the government
agency which has a vital role in international
trade, investment promotion, and tourism, it
is essential to set out the human resource
development Projects/Plans for officials in
every level/position to equip them with necessary
skills/capability. As the consequence, the

following internal training courses were set up:

1) Harmonized System and ASEAN Harmonized
System 2012;

2) Customs Incentives under FTAs;

3) Customs Roles under AEC;

4) English Skills for Communication; and

5) Language and Culture of Neighboring
Countries and ASEAN Member States.
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Construction of the Buketa Customs House
Phase 3: Thai Customs established the
Buketa Customs House under the Indonesia-
Malaysia-Thailand Growth Triangle Development
Project (IMT-GT) from which Malaysian Customs
proposed to open Bukit Bu-ngor Customs
House, opposite to Baan Buketa, Thailand.
In addition, the 2"9 bridge over Ko-Lok River,
opened on 21 December B.E. 2550, was
constructed to connect Thailand and Malaysia.
In FY 2555, 17% of the immigration office
building, 40% of vehicle inspection lane,
and 30% of the two-building residences of
officers were completed. The 65,514,100
baht budget was disbursed. However, the
contractor requested to expand contraction
period due to the flood and the request was
approved.

Construction of the 2"Y Chiang Sean Port
Customs House: The Cabinet Resolution on
19 March B.E. 2545 approved the Major
Border District Development Work Plan by
appointing Chiang Sean, Mae Sai, and Sadao
as the pilot areas. The 2"Y Chiang Sean Port
was a part of Chiang Rai Province’s Border
Economic Development Project. The construction
under this Plan/ Project included a Customs
Office to support Customs One Stop Service
and other government agencies, X-Ray
building, cargo inspection building, seized
and over timed goods storage, and a Customs
residence.

Construction of the Baan Prakob Border
Point: According to the Cabinet Resolution,
the National Society and Economic Development
Office and the Thai Customs Department
were assigned to expedite the development
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in the five border provinces in the South
under IMT-GT, JDS, JC, and RBC. The key
objective is to turn the area into the center
of trade and service connected to other
provinces, neighboring countries and Asian
Region. As a result, the Baan Prakob Border
Point Project was contructed by Thai Customs.
In FY 2555, the construction was in progress
as the 116 procurement inspections out of
150 were completed and the 323,778,245
baht budget was paid to the contractors with
another 2,438,639 baht in the process of
payment approval. The systems that were
completed as scheduled include a sewerage
system, an electrical system, a computer
system and durable articles.

Construction of the Khao Srichang Pier: The
Khao Srichang Pier is a place to facilitate
and control cargo loading and discharging to
prevent and suppress marine smuggling.
Given that the Pier, constructed in B.E. 2507,
is one of Customs offices for suppress marine
related offences, Thai Customs has renovated
and developed the infrastructure, allowing it
to cope with current and future workloads
as well as enhance the marine suppression
capacity. The construction plan includes
renovation of soil walls, a pier, a lighthouse,
public utilities and also the landscape. In FY
2555, 23 procurement inspections were
completed.

Construction of the Residence and Buildings
at the Suvarnabhumi Airport: To provide
residence and other related buildings for
Customs officers at the Suvarnabhumi Airport,
the Airports of Thailand (AOT) allocated 44
Rai of land to Thai Customs. In this regards,



the construction of Phase | was completed
while phase Il - the 200-rooms residence
building (Building D) together with public
utility system and landscape development is
under the process of cost calculation.

(2) ACHIEVEMENTS UNDER THE OFFICIAL
PERFORMANCE COMMITMENT

The Official Performance Commitment FY
2555 covers two dimensions: (1) External
Dimension; and (2) Internal Dimension.
Under each dimension, there are several
Projects/Plans with their key performance
indicators (KPI) to be achieved. According to
the performance report, it was found that
most of the Customs related KPIs under the
External Dimension were achieved as the
target set, except four of them: value of
exported rice and products; Thailand ranking
in the World Bank’s Doing Business Report
concerning business launching, Thailand
ranking in the World Bank’s Doing Business
Report concerning credit grant; Thailand
ranking in the World Bank’s Doing Business
Report concerning tax payment; and Thailand
ranking in the World Bank’s Doing Business
Report concerning international trade. In
addition, the report indicated that three
Customs related KPIs were not achieved,
namely, Single ID, Single Sign On (SSO) and the
percentages of Customs clients’ satisfaction.
For the Internal Dimension, almost all of the
KPIs were achieved as the target set, except
those concerning the investment budget
and the operating budget .

2.2 INTEGRATION WITH
RELEVANT PARTIES

International cooperation is one of Thai
Customs’ priority areas as we actively engage
in the ongoing participation in bilateral,
regional and international fora to promote
both national and international interests.

BILATERAL COOPERATION

Thai Customs concluded a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) with many Customs
administrations worldwide. The bilateral
MOUs provide the framework for Customs
co-operation and mutual administrative
assistance and allow Thai Customs to
enhance the bilateral relationship with other
Customs administrations. So far bilateral
MOUs were signed with various Customs
administrations e.g. the Republic of Korea,
Malaysia, Madagascar, the People Republic
of China, Australia, New Zealand, Maldives,
US, the Philippines, etc.

REGIONAL COOPERATION

Regional cooperation has played an increasingly
important role in international efforts to
facilitate trade, control the movement of
cross-border trade and supply chain security
in recent years. Thai Customs has developed
friendly relations and beneficial dialogue,
cooperation and partnerships with various
regional fora e.g. Association of South East
Asian Nations (ASEAN), Asia-Europe Meeting
(ASEM), Asia Pacific Economic Cooperation
(APEC), Greater Mekong Sub-Regional Economic
Cooperation (GMS-EC), Free Trade Agreement
(FTA), etc.
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INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

The aim of Thai Customs cooperation with international organizations is to streamline and
modernize Customs services as well as promote its interests in the world Customs community.
The World Customs Organization (WCO) is the only intergovernmental organization exclusively
focused on Customs matters with 179 members worldwide. With its worldwide membership,
a regional structure was established and represented by a Regional Vice Chairman. In this
regard, Thailand is grouped under the Far East, South and South East Asia, Australasia and
the Pacific Islands Region of the World Customs Organization. Apart from WCO, Thai Customs
also actively engages in the activities of various international organizations e.g. the World
Trade Organization, the United Nations, the World Intellectual Property Organization, European
Commission, etc.

PART IlI: FINANCIAL REPORT

3.1 FINANCIAL STATEMENT

In FY 2555, the Customs Department reported an asset surplus of 2,400.269 MB or
16.89% from the previous FY. The surplus was primarily due to the fact that office buildings
and supplies were provided during the year and the cash deposit in the tax compensation
account was increased considerably.

According to the financial statement, the total assets and liabilities for FY 2555 consist of

e Cash and its equivalents were increased by 14.80% of the previous FY. Land, buildings
and equipment were increased by 21.55 % of the previous FY as a result of the additional
construction, improvement of buildings and purchase of office appliance, including computers.
e Current liability was decreased by 56.423 MB or 0.59% of the previous FY due to a
decrease in the revenue Thai Customs collected on behalf of other Departments by
368.981 MB.

* Non current liability was decreased by 1.00% of the previous FY due to the decrease in
tax coupons debt by 154.471 MB.

The current assets and non current assets in FY 2554 were 76.11% and 23.89%
respectively. The increase in the current assets reflects the moderate increase
in deposit account for export compensation. The non current assets in FY 2554
were increased by 1,085.77 MB as a result of construction projects, procurement

of x-ray container inspection system Phase 4, and purchase of computers.
Meanwhile, the proportion of current liabilities was 34.72% and that of non current
liabilities was 56.55%. In summary, the net assets were surplus by 8.73%,
a significantly increase from the previous FY.

3.2 OPERATING RESULTS

Total operating income consists of 11.70% government revenue and 88.30% revenue from
other sources. The revenue from other sources increased considerably due to the fact that
there was 391.076 MB increase in export compensation. The total operating income
surplus for FY 2555 was increased by 1.24 %. The details are as follows :

e Government revenue was 11.70 % of total revenue, which was larger than that of the
previous FY primarily due to the fact that the Thai Customs received more budget for
personnel recruitment; and

* The total operating expenses were decreased by 6.47% of FY 2554 due to a decrease in
financial support and other expenses.

4.3 PREVENTION AND SUPPRESSION OF CUSTOMS OFFENCES

One of the tasks of the Thai Customs Department is to investigate any breach or attempted
breach of the statutory or regulatory provisions that it is responsible for enforcing to protect
national economy, society and environment. Generally Customs offences relate to the international
movement of illicit goods; the evasion of duties/taxes; commercial fraud; and the violation
of prohibitions and restrictions on imports and exports. The followings are key measures for
the prevention and suppression of Customs offences:

* Prevention and suppression of IPR infringement;

* Introduction of modern technology in Customs control e.g. CCTV, X-Ray Inspection
System;

* Development of electronic intelligence system;

e Study and analysis of import and export statistics of precursor;

* Development of profile manifest; and

e Deployment of X-Ray Equipment to promote cross-border trade.

The above mentioned measures allow Thai Customs to perform enforcement related activities
in a more efficient manner. In this connection, 10,074 smugglers were arrested with the
charge of goods smuggling and tax evasion, of which the total amount of 3,773.69 MB.
In addition, 6,192 cases of goods smuggling were detected, with the total amount of
1,444.55 MB while that of the tax evasion was 3,882 cases, with the total amount of
2,329.14 MB.

4.4 CUSTOMS VALUATION

Various activities were carried out in connection to Customs valuation in the FY 2554 as
listed below:

1. Valuation Database: In FY 2555, Thai Customs established a Valuation Database, comprising
88 files of imports, to support the valuation decision of a Customs officer, with the key
objective to minimize valuation fraud. The products in the Database includes, for example,
garlic, dried chili, potato, onion, dried grape, plastic granules, textile, garment, ceramic,
electrical appliance, etc.

2. Customs Valuation and Advance Ruling on Customs Valuation Service: Thai Customs
answered the question regarding Customs valuation and advance valuation for 22 cases.
Moreover, the Electronic Advance Ruling on Customs Valuation System is under the development
to facilitate and minimize costs of doing business for business operators.

3. Amendments of Customs Notifications and Customs General Orders: The Customs
Notifications and Customs General Orders concerning duty drawback were revised, following
the General Agreement on Tariff and Trade (GATT).

4. Knowledge Based Service: Thai Customs actively provide Customs valuation related
knowledge to both internal and external clients. As a result, training courses on Customs Valuation
e.g. the revision of rules and regulations on Customs valuation, duty drawback, valuation of
wines and vehicles etc. were held to those units handling duty collection, post-clearance review
as well as the related operators. Besides, knowledge management on determination of Customs
value is also established and publicized on the Intranet.
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4.5 ETHICS AND GOVERNANCE

In FY 2555, various key activities were carried out to enhance ethics and goods governance
as listed below:

1. Publication of Customs Ethics Manual;

2. Promotion of ethics, moral, and good governance e.g. training courses for current
officers and newly recruited officers on those topics:

Disciplinary investigation on misconduct and corruption;

4. Enhancement of ethics and moral for Customs officers to commemorate the Seventh
Cycle (84" Birthday Anniversary of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great on
5 December 2011,

Enhancement of ethics and moral of Customs officers and employees; and

6. Action plan on the “Prevention and Suppression of Corruption in Customs”.

w
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4.6 POST CLEARANCE AUDIT (PCA)

The Post Clearance Audit (PCA), one of the compliance activities used by Customs, reflects
the diversity of client behaviors and operational responses. It aims to cover a wide range of
the importing/exporting industry with a focus on high risk imports and exports. The PCA
activity was conducted across the range of companies. The performance on PCA in FY 2555
achieved the targets of which the output covers various areas. Number of offenders against
Customs laws and regulations prosecuted in FY 2555 was 312 offenders, which exceeded
the projected target by 30 cases or 10.64%. However, the amount of revenue collected as
a result of PCA activity was 819.92 MB. The inspection of records, account, documents and
information relating to imports and exports was achieved as set in the target.

4.7 ICT SYSTEM DEVELOPMENT

Various activities were carried out in connection to Customs valuation in the FY 2555 as
listed below:

1. Implementation of National Single Window (NSW) System: The Data Center of NSW
was established on 14 June 2010. Currently, there are two Data Centers serving NSW and
11 agencies are interfaced to NSW.

2. ICT System for Import and Export Data Management: The system has been developed
by the Information and Communication Technology Bureau and activated on 19 June 2012
with various purposes e.g. source of information for efficient revenue collection, Customs
control, and decision making at the policy level, etc. In the meantime, there are 1,307
visitors to the system.

3. Procurement of Customs’ Intranet System (Phase 2): The Intranet system was redesigned
in FY 2555 by renewing hardware and software to support increasing users with a 24-hour
service. The more effective search engine was provided in the new Intranet for Customs
officers to search and download information faster and more accurately.

4. Enhancement the Effectiveness of Cargo Clearance: A Personal Data Assistant (PDA)
was provided to enhance the effectiveness of cargo clearance, allowing a Customs officer
to access the Customs automation system both within and outside the offices.

5. Automation of Customs Formality Fee Collection: The collection of Customs formality
fee was automated in December 2012, replacing the previous one with new hardware and
software. With this new automation system, the operators are able to track their Customs
formality fee themselves.
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6. Electronic Mailing System Phase 2: The new mailing system was kicked off on 9 July 2012
with the new hardware and software to ensure faster and more security 24-hour communication
via e-mail both within the Department and with external parties.

7. Computer Back Up for ebXML Gateway: Thai Customs purchased computer servers to
back-up ebXML gateway as well as installed/transferred application software and the
ORACLE Data Base software.

8. Procurement of for Virtual Private Network (VPN) Security Equipment: The key objective
of this Project/Plan is to install VPN security equipment on the National Single Window
Gateway at the Data Center, to interface it with the ASEAN Single Window (ASW) Gateway
and the National Single Window Gateway of the ASEAN Member States.

9. Network Connection for Transit Vehicle: This Project/Plan aims to support the network
connection between Thai Customs and the Office of the Narcotics Control Board (ONCB) to
increase Customs control. Currently, the system of both agencies has already been interfaced
and the MOU is under approval process to be signed by both Administrations.

10.Interface of the Postal Customs Formalities between Customs and the Thailand Post
Co., Ltd.: This Project/Plan aims to interface the automated postal Customs formalities
system between Customs and the Thailand Post Co., Ltd. to exchange relevant data via the
web service, e.g. postal items, valuation, quantity and value of postal items, etc. The system
has been activated since August 2012

11. Information Integration among Government Agencies under NSW: This Project/Plan
aims to interface information among relevant government agencies signed MOU with Customs
under the NSW project. Currently, there are two projects under the responsibility of Thai
Customs:

* Development of automated systems for import/export declarations, personal effect
declarations and duty payment, including the interface with license/certificate data of the
Department of Fine Arts, the Department of Provincial Administration, the Department of
Defense Industry, and the Office of Atoms for Peace; and

* Redesign of e-Customs System to support information exchange both with national
and international agencies (Project Year 2555-2556).

12.Replacement of Computers and Peripheral Devices: This Project/Plan aims to replace
those devices that were used for 5 years and over. The budget from Development Policy
Loan (DPL) was approved in B.E. 2554 and now the replacement is in process.
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4.8 TARIFF NOMENCLATURE

The key functions and responsibilities
of Thai Customs include various activities
related to tariff nomenclature. The Customs
Tariff Bureau is responsible for aligning
tariff nomenclature to the Harmonized
System (HS) Nomenclature and international
obligations including the amendments of
the Customs Tariff Decree; developing and
updating a tariff database; studying and
implementing WCO Recommendations
relating to HS Nomenclature; aligning tariff
classification of goods to the HS Nomenclature;
establishing criteria and practices on duty
exemption, tariff nomenclature and Rules
of Origin (ROO); granting duty exemption
for imports and exports under Part IV of
the Customs Tariff Decree B.E. 2530;
providing tariff classification under dispute
for imports, exports or where an importer/
exporter requests for tariff advice; settling
disputes and appeals on tariff classification
and Rules of Origin (ROO); providing consultancy
and advice on tariff classification; revising
tariff structure; and providing consultancy
and advice on tariff classification, duty
exemption, and ROO.

In addition, it is also responsible for
formulating standards for goods analysis;
providing consultancy and advice on goods
analysis related problems; and acting as
an information center on goods analysis,
prohibited and restricted goods; settling
problems on ROO and verifying the accuracy
of a certificate of origin; establishing criteria,
regulations, orders, and issuing notifications
on Customs tariff and ROO; and providing
advice on tariff classification and eligibility
for duty exemption under Part IV of the
Customs Tariff Decree B.E. 2530 including
goods analysis.

The key performance on tariff nomenclature
in FY 2555 includes the following project/plan:

1. Tariff Nomenclature: As one of WCO and
ASEAN Member States, Thailand has adopted
the WCO Harmonized System (HS) Convention
and the Protocol Governing the Implementation
of the ASEAN Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature
(the AHTN Protocol) respectively. It adheres
to the six-digit commodity classification code
of the WCO HS Code but adds two digits or
level codes that represent ASEAN subheadings.
In FY 2555, Thai Customs successfully
implemented the Customs Tariff Decree
(No.5) B.E. 2555 which came into force on 1
January 2012. It is the important step for
both Thailand and ASEAN to move towards
the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC). In
this connection, a seminar was held by Thai
Customs to publicize the AHTN 2012 among
importers and exporters to ensure accurate
and effective use of the AHTN 2012.



2. International Customs Tariff : In FY 2555,
Thai Customs reorganized its organization as
recommended in the WCO Recommendation
on the Improvement of Tariff Classification
Work and Related Infrastructure. Moreover,
many issues of tariff classification among
members have been raised by Thai Customs
to WCO in order to obtain suggestions/
decisions.

3. Classification and ROO Appeal : In the
classification of any particular products or
articles, Thai Customs generally bases its
classification on the “Interpretative Rules”,
which lay down guiding principles for
classification purposes, in Part 1 of the
Customs Tariff Decree B.E. 2530 and the
Explanatory Notes (EN) to the HS Convention.
In FY 2555, Thai Customs managed 730
appeal cases and published 73 appeal
rulings.

4. Tariff Structuring: Normally, Thai Customs
deals with the whole activities related to
commodity classification and tariff. The main
functions are to classify goods, and to provide
suggestions and recommendations to the
Ministry of Finance for overall structure as
well as particular changes in the rates of
duty both under national and international
obligations e.g. WCO, WTO, ASEAN, FTA, etc.
In addition, Thai Customs also has the authority
to exempt Customs duty under the Customs
Tariff Decree B.E. 2530 and the approval of
the Cabinet notified by the Government
Gazette and/or by a Notification of the Ministry
of Finance. In FY 2555, 23 Notifications of
the Ministry of Finance related to tariff

classification were revised to be conformed
to AHTN 2012. Other activities include
amendments of Customs tariff-related laws
and regulations, establishment of tariff
database, publicizing and updating information
on Customs duties (Integrated Tariff Database)
both on the Internet and Intranet.

5. Customs Laboratory: Various performances
were achieved in FY 2555 in the area of
Customs laboratory. Thai Customs prepared
and updated a database of the goods list
stated on different Conventions, which were
translated into Acts under relevant bodies.
Thai Customs cooperated with other government
agencies by nominating the representatives
in various committee, sub-committee and
working group, for example, the working
group to establish the database of prohibited
restricted goods for five databases, in
cooperation with government agencies e.g.
Food and Drug Administration, Department
of Pollution Control, Department of Industrial
Works, Ministry of Agriculture and
Cooperatives, Ministry of Commerce, etc.
by using the same tariff classification
format as HS2012 and the cooperation with
WCO in considering the classification of phar-
maceutical chemicals (INN List 104-105).
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
